Since giving his Carnegie Hall concerto debut with the New Cham-
ber Orchestra of New York, American violinist Anton Miller has 
appeared throughout the United States and abroad as a soloist, 
chamber musician, recitalist, and pedagogue. Mr. Miller gave the 
World Premier performance in Beijing, China of Xiogang Ye's 
"Last Paradise" for violin and orchestra, which was taped for 
broadcast within Asia and subsequently released on CD. He has 
made several appearances in Brazil to tour Tchaikovsky, Sibelius, 
and Brahms Concertos with the Orchestra Sinfonica de Campinas, 
and has performed recital tours in Germany, Austria, Switzerland, 
England, and China. His complete discography can be found on 
the Dorian, Jericho, Full House, Hugo, and Klavier labels. 

Mr. Miller received his Bachelor of Music Degree from Indiana 
University as a student of Franco Gulli and was awarded the pres-
tigious Performer's Certificate. He completed his Master of Music 
degree at the Juilliard School as a scholarship violin student of 
Dorothy DeLay and studied chamber music with Felix Galimir and 
members of the Juilliard Quartet. 

Anton Miller is currently on the violin and chamber music faculty 
at New York University, The Hartt School and frequently gives 
master classes during the academic year. He previously has been 
on the faculty of the Oberlin Conservatory, Lawrence University 
and numerous music festivals, including The Intensive String 
Quartet Workshop, Aria International, The Hawaii Performing 
Arts Festival, Silver Bay Festival, Musicorda, Hsing Tien Kong 
(Taiwan), Bearstown (Korea), Killington, Hot Springs Music Festi-
val, and New Arts Festival. 

Cellist Karen Becker is an active soloist and avid chamber 
player, having performed throughout the United States as well as 
in Europe, Mexico and Puerto Rico. She serves as faculty artist 
with the Ameropa Chamber Music Festival in Praque, as well as 
the Red Lodge Music Festival in Montana. She is a former member 
of the Omega String Quartet, quartet-in-residence for Lutheran 
Music Program, and former principal cellist of both the Melkus 
Ensemble and the International String Orchestra. She has ap-
peared as soloist and principal cellist with the Texas Cello Choir at 
national conventions as well as on “Front Row Center”, a Texas 
Public Television program. She tours regularly as a soloist and 
chamber player and has formed a piano trio, Trio Nuovo, with pi-
anist Mark Clinton and LSO concertmaster Anton Miller. 

Dr. Becker is a past president of both the Nebraska and Missouri 
chapters of the American String Teachers. She has served on na-
tional committees of the American String Teachers Association 
(ASTA) and was on the planning committee for the 2005 ASTA 
convention. In February 2005 she received the Citation for Out-
standing Leadership & Merit from ASTA. She has conducted sev-
eral orchestras in the University of Texas String Project and con-
tinues to serve as a clinician and guest conductor for high school 
orchestras and cellists throughout the United States. She also en-
joys teaching in Suzuki workshops throughout the Midwest. 

Karen Becker received her Doctor of Musical Arts and Master of 
Music degrees from the University of Texas at Austin and the 
Bachelor of Music degree from Ohio University. Her teachers have 
included David Becker, Leighton Conkling, Roger Drinkall, and 
Phyllis Young. She has served as cello professor on the faculty of 
Truman State University and as String Project teacher at the Uni-
versity of Texas. Currently, she is Associate Professor of Cello at 
the University of Nebraska-Lincoln and is in her third season as 
principal cellist of the Lincoln Symphony Orchestra. 

Mark Clinton has worked extensively with some of the world's 
foremost pianists, among them Leon Fleisher, John Perry, Carlo 
Zecchi, and Tatiana Nikolayeva.  This critically acclaimed pianist 
has garnered prizes at such prestigious international competitions 
as the 1987 William Kapell International Piano Competition and 
the 1991 Joanna Hodges Piano Competition.  He has been featured 
frequently on national radio and television broadcasts, including 
National Public Radio's Performance Today and Monitor Radio.  
Critics have noted his “powerful performance [combined with] 
sublime lyricism” (Salisbury Daily Times), the “…drive and secu-
rity of his pianism” (Baltimore Sun), and his “luminous, concen-
trated playing” (Washington Post).  He has appeared throughout 
the United States as a soloist with numerous orchestras, including 
the National Symphony, the Baltimore Symphony, the United 
States Air Force Symphony, the San Antonio Symphony, Concert 
Artists of Baltimore, and the Springfield (Missouri) Symphony. 

Clinton’s current concert activities reflect his commitment to a 
wide range of performing experiences.  Highlights of his recent 
calendar include performances of the Brahms F minor Piano Quin-
tet as part of the Illinois Symphony Quintet, performances at the 
2006 Ameropa International Chamber Music Festival in Prague, 
an appearance as guest soloist with the Prince George’s 
(Maryland) Philharmonic, recitals with the newly formed Trio 
Nuovo (joining with violinist Anton Miller and cellist Karen 
Becker), four performances at the 2006 Illinois Chamber Music 
Festival, and a recital of vocal chamber music with mezzo-soprano 
Anne Donnadieu and the Chiara String Quartet.   

Mark Clinton has shared his musical insights with gifted students 
from around the world while serving on the faculties of Salisbury 
University, the Aspen Institute, Missouri Southern State Univer-
sity, and the Ameropa Chamber Music Festival in Prague, Czech 
Republic.  He is currently associate professor of piano and co-chair 
of the piano area at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln.  Mark 
Clinton is a Steinway artist.
